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The 2022 vintage and the well-drained gravelly soils create a classic 
St. Helena AVA wine. This is a powerhouse wine with excellent concentration, 

darker tones, and silky tannins. The wine opens with bold aromas of black currant, 
cassis, and inky blackberries. A touch of baking spice leads to a palate that’s 

full-bodied and dense. The textured tannins and integrated acidity give it a long 
and layered finish with a touch of minerality. 

The 2022 vintage is a classic Napa wine, a true showcase of the Californian 
Mediterranean climate, crafting wines that are drinking well while young but 

have excellent ageability.

With an expressive aroma of violets and licorice with a touch of 
Herbes de Provence.

The palate is full-bodied and delivers subtle cedar notes, holiday spice, 
and black fruit, with an undertone of dark currants and cherries.

With classic aromas of citrus zest, hints of elderflower, and stone fruit. 
The barrel aging on lees gave the wine a great texture and layers, still driven by

Bien Nacido - Block I  {1973}

The esteemed Block I within the Bien Nacido Vineyard is one of a kind, 
own rooted and planted in 1973. We make it in a very traditional way to showcase 

the depth of the site. 

The wine opens with a bouquet of sweet pear, lemon zest, and delicate white 
flowers, complemented by a hint of golden apple and flint. On the palate, a great 

mix of creamy texture and vibrant acidity, crushed rock minerality with citrus, 
and a hint of toasted oak.  

Fermented and aged in 25% new French oak for 10 months, then finished in 
stainless steel until bottling. This Chardonnay is balanced, finishing with a crisp 

and lingering freshness, representing the distinct site.

The Cabernet Sauvignon blend from Napa Valley intertwines the distinctive 
terroirs of Coombsville, Oak Knoll District, Oakville  and St. Helena 

and since the first release this is a showcase of the vintage.

On the nose, a bouquet of blackberry and cassis from layers of ripe black cherry 
and darbaking spice aromas. In the palate it revels layers of black and red fruit with nice 

sweetness and hints of baking spices and French oak. 

This wine is a bit softer from 2021 vintage and is very approachable and 
drinking well already.
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
