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The 2023 vintage proved unique. Following a great winter and 
moderate spring, near-perfect growing conditions that delivered healthy 

vines and balanced fruit. No irrigation was needed for a year, 
allowing the vines to reach full potential.

The Red Hen pours dark and dense. Aromatics brimming with dark 
cherries, black currant, dry herbs, and warm spices are typical for a 

gravelly loam site.On the palate, it's full-bodied with intense texture and 
volume. Dark fruit, vibrant acidity, cardamom, black currant, and blended 

French oak sweetness. The finish stretches long, driven by refined, 
dissolved tannins and lively acidity and energy.
